Now this has nothing to
do with whether the writer can act or not. What is important is that they come to discover their script in a new and different light. By getting
inside their characters and analyzing their motivations and emotional makeup, screenwriters rediscover their scripts and clarify their intentions.
They then naturally start to write from an internal truth.”
